FFA Farm and Barn Rules and Regulations

For Animal Projects and Pens

The rules and regulations outlined below exist for the health and safety of all projects and FFA members and visitors who are on the Ag Farm premises.

1. All parents/guardians of students raising projects at the Cypress Springs FFA Farm/Barn are required to join the Booster Club. Annual dues as stated in the By-Laws and forms must be completed prior to admission to the FFA Ag Farm/Barn.

2. Students showing animals for the Cypress Fairbanks FFA Livestock Show will get priority for pens. If there is a shortage of pens, students with animals for other shows may be asked to remove their animal from the barn.
3. Students must complete an animal approval form and obtain permission from the Cypress Springs Ag Teacher before bringing an animal to the Cypress Springs FFA Farm/Barn.

4. Students may have NO MORE than 4 animal projects in the FFA Barn AT ONE TIME.

5. All animal projects in the barn must be entered in a Cypress Springs FFA approved show Rabbits may only be kept if they are being bred for a Cypress Springs FFA approved show.
6. The following fees will be assessed and must be paid prior to having a pen assignment at the Cypress Springs FFA Booster Club Ag Farm:
· Maintenance Fee:  Livestock Show animal projects

$80.00 - chickens (per show)
$100.00 – turkeys (per show)


$50.00 – rabbits per year
· All other animals will pay $25 per month, with the total due for each animal at the Booster Club Meeting prior to receiving the animal. (Any animal that will be received during June, July, August or September must pay at the May Booster Club Meeting).
· There will be no prorated rent.
· There will be a deposit of $100 per student required. This deposit will be returned to the student at the April Booster Club meeting unless otherwise stated, providing that the student has attended the work days (or made up the work days) and have had no more than 2 written warnings.

· $25 will be deducted for each work day missed (there will be 2 work days).

· $25 will be deducted for failure to clean pen(s) within the time stated
· $25 will be a non-refundable charge.

· Outstanding fees will be deducted from barn deposit. 
· Maintenance fees are non-refundable and cover such purchases as sand, electricity, water, fences, and general barn materials. 
· Maintenance fees and deposit are due for Cypress Fairbanks Livestock Show at the September Barn Work Day.
7. All pens will be maintained structurally and cleaned daily.  Removal of trash is the responsibility of the student and must be removed daily, there is not a trash pick-up at the barn, all trash must be removed.
8. All pens will be assigned based on a lottery.

9. Animal pens must be kept at the standard pen size, once pens are constructed; they may not be altered or removed until deemed appropriate by the Ag Teacher.

10. Students will be assigned a designated tack and feed area. Students may have one standard sized metal trash can and a single tack box.
11. If a student’s project pen is locked, the combination or copy of the key will be given to the Ag Teacher and Head of the Land Committee.  No person is allowed to enter the pen of another student, unless there is an emergency affecting the immediate safety and well-being of the animal.  Anyone entering another student’s pen shall immediately notify the Ag Teacher and the Head of the Land Committee.

12. Any waste (poop) bucket left outside a pen, must be left empty.  Waste buckets are only to be used to transport waste from the pen to the designated waste areas.
a. When an animal is not in its stall students will also be required to clean any waste left by their animals. (This includes common areas such as turn-out pens, wash bays, scales, turn out pens, etc.)
13. NO electrical or battery operated devices or appliances are permitted in any project pen, or any place within the barn without prior approval from the Head of the Land Committee or Ag Teacher.  
14. The washroom and grooming area must be maintained and kept clean at all times. No clipping in the washroom.
15. No person is allowed on the Cypress Springs FFA Booster Club Ag Farm/Barn premises without prior approval from the Ag Teacher or Head of the Land Committee, except FFA Students (with projects) and their respective families. 
16. At no time is the barn gate code permitted to be given to anyone other than an FFA student raising a project or their parent or respective families.  

17. Any destruction or vandalism to another person’s project or pen, or to any property on the Ag Barn / Farm, will result in immediate termination of this contract, and removal of project(s) from the Cypress Springs FFA Booster Ag Farm/Barn.

18. Absolutely NO Horseplay, NO Smoking, NO Drugs, NO Alcohol, NO Firearms, NO Fireworks and NO reckless driving are allowed on the property.  Failure to comply will result in immediate termination of this contract and removal of the project(s). Any unlawful activity will be reported to authorities.
19. A controlled burn is allowed and must be supervised by a member of the land committee.  All city/county controlled burn procedures will be followed at all times. 

20. If your animal must be removed for any reason (i.e., vet visit), you are responsible for notifying the Ag Teacher and a members of the land committee.
21. NO unauthorized person shall be permitted to use or be on any farm equipment (i.e., tractor, riding lawn mower, weed eater, etc.) without the permission of a member of the land committee.  In the event of an emergency which requires the movement of any farm equipment, a member of the land committee should be notified immediately.
22. After the animal project’s designated show is complete all animals, equipment and all personal belongings must be removed and pens cleaned within seven (7) days, unless the Ag Teacher has given prior permission in writing (This includes, but is not limited to, tack boxes, trash cans, trailers, transporters, etc.).  Animals and pens must be continued to be properly cared for until they are removed. A weekly fee of $50 will be paid for pen rent until the animal is removed from the barn. Anything left after the seven (7) days without written approval will become property of Cypress Springs FFA.
23. Students who are deemed “ineligible” by UIL regulations will have until the Sunday following the show to remove their animals. Any animals remaining will become the property of Cypress Springs FFA.

24. Students/parents must report emergencies immediately. In case of life threatening emergencies, students/parents should contact 911 first. The address to the barn is:

· The Head of the Land Committee will notify students and/or parents/guardians of any problems or violations noted. Failure to remedy the situation within 24 hours will result in termination of this contract and removal of the project(s) immediately.
· Violations will result in the following: The Head of the Land Committee will serve any notifications of complaints or terminations thereof.


· A verbal warning to the student

· A written warning to the student and parent

· A conference with the student and parent

· After 4 warnings/write-ups, Removal of animal (animals must be removed within 3 calendar days of the notice of removal)
